COMPULSORILY UNDER DERELICT SITES ACT, 1990

powers conferred on them by Section 14 of the Derelict
Sites Act, 1990 infend to acquire compulsorily under the
said Act the derelict site described hereunder.

Any owner, lessee or occupier (except a tenant for a
month or a period less than a month) may, on or before
8th day of October 2018, submit fo the Local Authority
an objection to the proposed compulsory acquisition of
the derelict site.
