Discourse around meanwhile use has been overwhelmingly positive but this hasn’t
been matched by action.

The post-industrial nature of Cork city leaves large centrally located areas vacant
with future plans intending to change use depending on footfall into these areas.
Meanwhile use is an opportunity to increase footfall in new central areas.

The Heritage Council work ‘Leaba Te’ on meanwhile use provides a clear
argument for the potentially transformative impact of these projects.

Commission a report on sites with potential for meanwhile use, with a focus on
brownfield sites earmarked for regeneration.

Write to the Oireachtas Housing Committee identifying the gap in policy and
legislative frameworks for meanwhile use and requesting they undertake the
drafting of a report into this.

Write to the Minister for Housing to request that Cork City Council be considered
for a pilot of meanwhile use policy and that provision be made in the proposed
revised planning legislation to reflect this.

Engage with the Meanwhile Foundation to explore potential meanwhile use
projects in Cork city and learn from their experiences.’
