Section 204 (3) (b) of the Local Government Act 2001.

The new Bye-Laws (and the revocation of the Cork City Council (Prohibition of Consumption
of Intoxicating Liquor on Streets and In Public Places) Bye Laws 2001 and amendments thereto
contained therein) shall come into force and effect on the 17th day of January, 2022, being not
less than 30 days after the Council meeting adopting and making these bye-laws, in accordance
with the provisions of section 200(5)(a) of the Local Government Act, 2001.”
